Informal study tournament 1995-96 and 1997-98

Preliminary award in Sachova skladba No.69 (6/2000)

The special magazine “Sachova skladba”  makes only difficult and slow a way to endgame study composers. Two informal tournaments (1995-96 and 1997-98) with only few entries reflected it surely. After some complications with auto-plagiarism and corrections there are 4 entries in period 1995-96 and 11 entries from 1997-98.  So – after agreement of tournaments director J. Brada – I  executed an unusual step  joining both tournaments together. As result there are 15 entries and I decorated almost half of them.

1st  Prize Mario Campioli (Italy)

A modern study illustrates an interesting battle – two minor pieces against queen and advanced pawn.

2nd Prize Nikolaj Rezvov (Ukraine)

An impressive producing of two stalemate lines.

1st honorable mention Karel Husak (Czech)

A nice threefold mate with a hard to find key, that seemingly solves nothing. The solution is too short for a higher accolade.

2nd honorable mention Jevgenij Fomicev (Russia)

The depressed white king has initially a hard life. But in process of play cards are changing and the black king occurs suddenly in a trap. The poor forced key (it threats Nc3 mate) spoils the look of this study.  

Commendation Nikolaj Rezvov and Vladimir Cernous (Ukraine)

The stalemate tries are firmly destroyed by underpromotion in a bishop.

Prize for miniature Karel Husak (Czech)

The pawn is lost and White has to trap black knight for a win. A spice is 2nd  whites move, after 2.Bd6+? would be in mutual zugzwang White.

The protests send to August 31th in redaction.
